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Introduction

Teacher’s Day is the first activity of the School Experience I course. This activity is about the observation, which based on the attitudes of teacher towards the students and the daily life of the teacher for one day. After the observation, this report includes the evaluation part. Besides, we have some requirements, such as asking some questions to teacher related to both their daily life and school experiences, and activity list about what teacher did during lectures, and also discussing our ideas for the Teacher’s Day activity.  

Background of the Activity 1


Our first activity is Teacher’ Day. Before the beginning of the Teacher’s Day Activity, our instructor who is Serpil Tuti gave us some information about the activity during our lecture hour, which was on the 17th of the February. She explained the aims and expectations about this activity. 


Also, in that lecture hour, class member were make a group. Each group has four members. One of the groups was decided to go to Bilkent High School and other two groups were decided to go to Bilkent Primary School. Brief Information about Bilkent High School

Bilkent High School has one computer laboratory and has only one Instructional Technology teachers who is Zekai Uçan.  The goal of the school is to provide students have an opportunity to become both social and successful students. 9th and 10th grades students have 40 hours lecture per week and 11th grade students have 38 hours lecture per week. Also, students have lots of social activities. For example, when we were in the lecture, two students had an announcement about music magazine, which will be designed and prepared by the contributions of students. Thus, all students have a chance to become an author of this magazine, so they can be more social. 


In addition to that, another observation is about the school time. Lectures start at 8.30. Also, teachers have to come to school at 8.30, even if they do not have any lecture at that time and they have to be in school until 16.30. 


My Expectations about School Experience I

My expectations about the first week were related to the students and teacher. Firstly, I was excited that how will Mr. Uçan meet us and how the students attitudes towards the course. I expected that students will be more interested in the computers and they can be more eager to prepare an activity with computer. However, in general, students had no enough effort for the course, because there are some differences about their levels and knowledge. Also, Mr. Uçan was good at managing the class and encouraging the students’ performances.  Besides, in our lecture ours, we mentioned that there could be some situations, which are related with computer problems of other teachers and the computer teacher can be responsible to solve these kinds of problems. At that point, Mr. Uçan had this kind of situation, so it thought me that there can be this kind of situations in the real life conditions.

After lunch, Mr. Uçan had a lecture with 11 MF-B. There were 7 students in the lecture, but two of them left the class after they got permission. Thus, controlling the class was easy. Lecture started at 12.25.  At the beginning of the lecture, he collected their outline, which was prepared by them in terms of their project content and design. After that, he explained his own suggestions and distributed the paper, which was prepared by us before the beginning of the class. Then, he explained the content of their web site and the importance of the meta tags. Also, he suggested some web sites that can be useful to design their website. For example; free templates, free css templates and pcbilkent.net. Then, students worked individually. At that point, he warned them to enter the irrelevant web sites and game sites. When they had any problems about their project, Mr. Uçan helped them in order to solve the problems. This lecture time was approximately 80 minutes. 

Second lesson started at 13:50. There were nine students who are the members of the computer club. They were interested in pcbilkent website. Students developed a web site of the computer club which was called http://www.pcbilkent. net/. They edit the content and news of this website and Mr. Uçan controlled their works. Also, they know Dreamweaver and Joomla. In addition to that, they use Facebook, when they develop this web site. Actually, Mr. Uçan was more active in this course due to students’ attitudes towards the course. This lecture finished at 15.25.

Observation about Teacher


Mr. Uçan explained the steps of the project works clearly. For instance, he leaded them to create an empty word document in order to save their content into it and find pictures related to their topic. Then, copy them into new folder named with project and etc.

Generally, he was very patient and like a friend with his students. During break time, he talked with his friends. They mentioned football matches, television programs, their daily lives and etc. However, if students did not take their homework, he warned them a little bit hardly in terms of class management.
