Reflection of 11th Week for School Experience II 

The 11th week of the School Experience II course was on the 14th of the December in 2010. During the day, I observed three different classes, which were 1E, 3B and 3D. I was a teacher position for 5C class. Also, in differently I observed a different teacher in one of my lesson, which was 3D.
Firstly, I attended the lesson, which was started at 10:10. In this lesson I was a teacher position for 5C in order to teach how to use columns, header and footer by using Microsoft Word program. In the second lesson, which was between 11:02 and 11:40, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 1E. The topic was about following the steps according to given directions in order to find the right way. She explained the importance of directions in order to find the right way. However, this topic was a bit difficult for students who are just 7 years old, because most of them couldn’t understand necessity of the topic. After that she led them to play a game, which was useful for their motivation. In our third lesson, which was between 13:40 and 14:10, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 3B. The topic was related with revision of the unit, which was related with communication tools that we used in the past and current. In this lesson, she showed an animation related with the communication tools and devices, it took their attentions directly, and then she demonstrated them how to insert an image or text into the slides. She explained an activity about this topic, so it enabled them to apply what she explained during the lesson. In addition, in our last lesson, which was between 14:30 and 15:00, I observed a different teacher who was Mrs. Kılıç with 3D. During the lesson, students were very quiet in both instruction and activity time, also they were more interested in the activity, at that point we observed their works, and also we gave some feedbacks if they had some difficulties. Actually, there were no difference between teaching strategies of teachers; however, classroom management techniques can be changeable according to their teaching styles, students’ attitudes and the lesson content. As a conclusion, it was a beneficial day to understand that instruction and the students’ interests can be changeable even the topic is same, so the most important thing is knowing how to reflect own knowledge about some topics in a more effective way as a teacher.
