Reflection of 12th Week for School Experience II 
The 12th week of the School Experience II course was on the 21th of the December in 2010. During the day, I observed four different classes, which were 5C, 1E, 4N and 3B. In differently I observed a different class, which was 4N.
Firstly, I attended the lesson, which was started at 10:10. In this lesson I observed Özden Çimen and the students of 5C in order to understand how to make a kind of revision in terms of using columns, header and footer by using Microsoft Word program. In the second lesson, which was between 11:05 and 11:40, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 1E. The topic was about determining the sequence of actions for a simple situation. However, some of them did not understand some parts of the topic, because this topic was a bit difficult for first grade students. After that she led them to play a game, which was useful for their motivation. In our third lesson, which was between 11:50 and 12:30, we observed both the teacher who was Ms. Aydınol and the students of 4N. The topic was related with creating a table and using functions of the table. In this lesson, she used demonstration method to keep students’ attention towards the lesson. Then, she gave clear directions for the first activity, so it enabled them to apply what she explained during the lesson. After that, she wanted them to start second activity, so they tried to finish their activities. Also, she encouraged the students and all students wanted to engage in the lesson to complete the activity. End of the lesson, she wanted them to write what they learned from this lesson; it was a good way to ensure about the achievement level of the objectives and the lesson plan. In the last lesson, which was between 13:25 and 14:10, we observed both the teacher who was Mr. Mali and the students of 3B. During the lesson, students were very active during the lesson, they asked some questions about the lesson content, they answered the questions and also they were very eagerness to complete the activity. Mr. Mali allowed them to study individually. He observed their works and gave some feedbacks if they need to feedback.  As a conclusion, it was a beneficial day to observe two of my friends’ teaching performances and classroom management techniques.  
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
