Reflection of Fifth Week for School Experience II 

The fifth week of the School Experience II course was on the 26th of the October in 2010. During the day, I observed four different classes, which were 5C, 1E, 3B and 3D. On the other hand, I observed my friends’ teaching practices. 

Firstly, I attended the lesson, which was started at 10:10 with Hilal as a teacher. I observed this lesson in terms of teaching methods, teaching strategies and classroom management techniques of Hilal Şener and the attitudes of the students who were the members of 5-C. At the beginning of the lesson, Mrs. Şener was very excited, but thanks to the Mrs. Çimen’s motivation, she felt comfortable herself, so she was polite and incentive during the lesson, and also generally she uses her gestures ad postures in an effective way during the lesson. The activity was about how to prepare an effective presentation by using PowerPoint program.  At that point, she lead them to understand the importance of effective presentation, also, she helped them to search given topics by using Internet. In the second lesson, which was between 11:00 and 11:40, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 1E class. Mrs. Aydın wanted them to watch the video and animation, which were about information resources, so it was an effective way to take their attention and to understand the concepts easily. In the third lesson, which was between 13:30 and 14:10, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 3B class. Mostly students were very active during the lessons. The most interesting part of the lesson was related with the riddles and puzzles, so students found the hardware and software devices owing to related questions. After that, last lesson was between 14:20 and 15:00, we observed both the teacher who was Mr. Furkan and the students of 3D class. At the beginning of his lesson, he recalled their prior knowledge by asking some related questions. Some students were interested in the lesson content, but some of them did not. Therefore, I think teacher should motivate all students who are in the classroom and provide an efficient learning environment for all students in terms of class activities or teaching methods. 
As a conclusion, it is nice to observe our friends’ teaching practices. Generally, students were very enthusiastic towards the lesson, when we were a teacher. It was an enjoyable day for me, because I think, our teaching practices affect our professional developments as a teacher.
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
