Reflection of Seventh Week for School Experience II 

The seventh week of the School Experience II course was on the 9th of the November in 2010. During the day, I observed three different classes, which were 5C, 1E and 3D. I was a teacher for the lesson of 3B class.
Firstly, I attended the lesson, which was started at 10:08. In this lesson I observed teaching methods, teaching strategies and classroom management techniques of Özden Çimen and the attitudes of the students who were the members of 5-C. This week’s activity was about the integration of English lesson with ICT subject.  At that point, she lead them to understand the task, also, she helped them to search given topics by using Internet. Thus, we realized that her methods could be changeable according to lesson content, lesson topic and activities. In the second lesson, which was between 11:04 and 11:40, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 1E. Mostly students were very interested in the topic, because the topic was related with the symbols, which are used in real life. She showed some symbols and expected them to guess what the meaning of these symbols, so it was a good way for them to internalize them, because when they tried to guess the meaning, she gave some relevant examples related to this concept. In our third lesson, which was between 13:38 and 14:10, I was in a teacher position for 3B.  In addition, in our last lesson, which was between 14:22 and 15:00, we observed Furkan’s lesson with 3D. At the beginning of this lesson, students were very interested in lesson content; however a few minutes later, they started to be more active. Thus, he wanted to involve them to the lesson, so he asked them some questions, which were related with the topic and the activity to take their attention. Actually, I think it is important to motivate them and to make a good communication with them, so these can be important points to feel more comfortable in the learning environment.

Actually, I think providing a successful lesson based on teacher’s lesson plan and the flow of the lesson, also using gestures and postures can have effective role in terms of classroom management. 
Reflection of my Lesson with 3B

This lesson was my third teaching practice for School Experience II course, which was on the 9th of the November in 2010. I wanted to teach how to make a new folder and how to save the documents into relevant folder. Also, I wanted them to comprehend how to find the documents, which are saved before. I wanted to apply the activity, which was on their books, but I prepared a presentation show for this activity, so it enabled them to understand how to categorize given items. This activity took the students’ attention and they wanted to be more active during the lesson.


At the beginning of the lesson, I gave an example, which was a reflection of the file and folder hierarchy, so it enabled them to understand this concept as a deeply, and then I asked a question to recall the last lecture, which was related with saving process. After that I showed some pictures of file, folder and directory. Then, I explained the differences of file and folder by giving some relevant examples. Also, I showed them how to make a new folder and shortcut, and also how to open a new file or document by using demonstration method. After that, I explained the activity, and then they started to study individually, then I wanted them to save their documents into their class folders. Then, I observed their performances and gave some feedbacks to their works. My lesson was based on presentation, application, demonstration, question and answer, and monitoring methods. At the end of the lesson, I asked them what they learned from this lesson, after I summarized the lesson. Actually, I realized that our mentors have an important role in terms of our motivation when we are in a teacher position, because if there is a problem about any kind of situation, it affects teacher’s motivation directly. Shortly, it was a nice practice for my teaching profession. 
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
