Hyperlink: In Microsoft PowerPoint, a hyperlink is a connection from a slide to another slide.

Action Buttons: Action buttons are built-in button shapes that you can add to your presentation and then assign an action to occur upon the click of a mouse or when someone mouse over the button. You can also assign actions to pictures, clipart or the text in a Smart Art graphic.
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
