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Introduction

Teaching Techniques is the sixth activity of the School Experience I course. This activity is about the observation of teaching styles which can be alterable in terms of the teachers’ own techniques and experiences and the content of the lesson. Also it can be changeable according to students’ interests and performances.

Students worked on their projects as an individually during the lesson. At that point, Mr. Uçan controlled their works and gave feedbacks for their performances. Also, he gave some suggestions which are related with their work progresses and selection of the project contents, links, tags, images etc. Actually, Zekai Uçan’s class activity schedule shows that he does not want to talk much more and his teaching style based on giving an opportunity to students about practicing. At the beginning of the lesson, firstly he explained the activity and then started to give some important feedbacks for their works. At that point, he observed them and helped them whenever they need to help, so they had control the class duration of the class time. Besides, students had a chance to discuss their opinions and performances each other, so they were aware of their work progresses.
In addition, some students did not want to work about their project works, so they did not interested in their works. For example; some of them listen to music by using their own mp3 players. On the other hand, some students were more enthusiastic towards the lesson, so they worked on their projects in an effectively and carefully. At that point, Mr. Uçan tried to take all students’ attention by using his tone of voice. Also, he gave some examples which were the reflection of the good works that developed by some students.

In this week, this lesson was project based which consists of their website project. At that point, Mr. Uçan wanted from the students to work and continue for their projects. Some of them had some ideas about the content, links ad buttons but some of them had no opinion about how they can apply these properties. He directed to students what they should do in this activity. At that point, he obtained their attention by using visual way which was related with showing and implementing the important parts of their projects. Additionally, he was observed all students’ works and help them if they were need to help. Actually, he wanted to integrate learning by doing method with his lesson, so he gave an opportunity to them  which is about  trying to learn by practical ways. Also, some students asked some questions about their web site content and links, so he answered this kinds of questions by exempflying, at that point he gave some suggestions about their website content, visuals, links and navigations. He was revise some important points which was related with the aims of today’s activity such as structure, content and navigation of the website during the lesson. In addition, when  students had some difficulties to make a link and hyperlink, Mr Uçan helped them directly. His attitude was about interesting with all students as an individually, it has an effect to encaurage students’ motivations and achievements. It is clear to understand that there were an interaction between students and teacher in the class.

Second Class

Topic: Project Work
Activity Schedule for Second Class
This class consists of 7 students; they were more enthusiastic and well behaved than the other class. Thus, attitudes and teaching techniques of teacher can be changeable in terms of students’ levels and attentions. Mr. Uçan’s method was generally student centered, he was only explain his expectations, gave some suggestions about that and control their work progresses during the lessons. It was a good way because, if they realize their own struggle and achievement, so they can be more enthusiastic towards the activities and also it can improve their motivations. When students had some questions about steps of developing their projects, Mr. Uçan helped and answered the questions. Also, he suggested some important points of their project processes. 
Students studied on their projects as an individually and Mr. Uçan controlled their works and gave feedbacks and suggestions for their performances during the lesson. Actually, Zekai Uçan’s teaching technique based on student-centered, but he has a control during the lesson in terms of their work progresses, performances because today’s lessons that we observed were project based. Also, he wanted to aware of what they know at the beginning of the project, and what they learn during the project processes.

Mr. Uçan showed inserting hyperlink to the images and pages, and checking the correctness of the links. Actually, he wanted to integrate learning by doing method with his lesson if the lesson project based, so he makes his lessons more student-centered, thus he gave an opportunity to them  which is about  trying to learn by practical ways. During the lesson, his tone of voice was very high. When he emphasized crucial points of the content, generally he used his tone of voice.

Conclusion

This week’s activity was beneficial for us, because we understood that teaching techniques can be changeable in terms of both teacher’s and students’ perspectives. In this sense, performances, interests and levels can be effective factors. We observed two different classes which include both interested and uninterested students and one teacher who was Mr. Uçan, so we realized that teacher should have different options to obtain the students’ motivations, because all classes have different eagerness and approaches towards the lessons and activities so, teacher should obtain students’ adaptation to the lesson by using different methods. Actually, sometimes it can be difficult but it is an essential factor to take some positive reflections from the students and their activities and performances. 
As a conclusion, actually, we observed similar activities with our second week activity in Bilkent High School, because their ICT lessons were project based, so we did not have any chance to observe Mr. Uçan as different ways. He moved around the class and checked students’ monitors individually during the lessons. However, this week was very beneficial for me. I understood that my existing opinion exactly true which was related to teaching techniques and method can be changeable in terms of students knowledge and performances as a deeply. 
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
