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Introduction
“Observing Lesson Management and Class Control” is the ninth activity of the School Experience I course; also we did same observation in our fifth activity. This activity is about the observation of lesson management and class control styles which can be changeable in terms of the teachers’ own techniques and experiences and also the content of the lesson. In this week, we had a plan to observe the lesson which is related with lesson management and class control, however we did not have a chance to observe both Serpil Tuti and Faruk Eromay, because 5-B which was Serpil Tuti’s class had a math activity which was a common activity as a group with 5-A at the multifunctional saloon and also 3-C which was Faruk Eromay’s class had a practice of “23 Nisan Ulusal Egemenlik ve Çocuk Bayramı”, so we did not have any chance to observe Miss. 	Starting the Lesson



	Miss. Tuti and her students came to the multifunctional saloon to attend the math activity. There were 2 teachers who will lead the activities for students except Miss. Tuti and the teacher of 5-A. When the 5-B students came to the saloon, they sat the ground and the teacher who is the member of practice math began to ask some questions to gain their attentions which were about their knowledge of math usage. For example; she asked “how do you use math in your real life, in your house etc?” then, students thought and answered by giving some specific examples. At that moment, students of 5-A came to there, and they attended this activity and they shared their opinions and examples for this kind of questions. At that point, students began to talk with each other loudly, and then the teacher warned them in a gentle way.  Actually, there were no any distractions and potential problem situations. It is clear to realize that asking questions about the math usage in their real life can be helpful to activate their knowledge, so they had a chance to think critically and be active. 


	During the Lesson



	During this activity, teachers who were the member of math practice, wanted them to share their opinions as an individually. Then, teachers divided them as groups of three students for giving a chance them to work cooperatively. After that, all groups had a sheet which included their own performances for these activities, so teachers will evaluate them according to these sheets. When they were starting to apply these activities, there was very noise in the saloon because they were not working individual, so they need to share their opinions to solve the problems and platforms with their group members. Also, during the lesson, both support teachers helped them by moving around and giving clear instructions. Besides, teachers interested in students’ performances as an individually, so they were aware of all individuals, their interests and their enthusiasms and also they controlled the entry of students and their performances during the lesson.


	Strategies    


	Generally, this activity teachers had these strategies in the lesson that we observed: they started the lesson by asking some questions which were related with the content of the activity, so they activated their knowledge and advance organizer which means giving a chance to students to discuss what they already know about the topic before they learn it, because some activity platforms need to their math knowledge so, they tried to solve this activity problems by using their math knowledge. Also, students had an active process of thinking, questioning, discovering, and building their ideas. They had a chance to work cooperatively.  Besides, teachers had a scaffolding method to lead the students and their performances, because, they gave some clues and hints on suggestions about the activity directions. Actually, teachers wanted to make a meaningful learning environment as a constructivist way.


	Ending the Lesson

Conclusion 
In this week, we examined lesson management and class control, thus we understood that lesson management techniques can be changeable in terms of the lesson content and students’ attitudes. We realized that teacher should obtain students’ adaptation and motivation to the lesson or activity, sometimes it can be difficult but it is a powerful factor to take some positive reflections from the students and their activities. This week’s teachers’ methods were purely student-centered as we observed; they explained their expectations, gave clear directions which was necessary for the students to apply these all activities and also teachers controlled students’ work progresses and performances. In my opinion, it was a good way to find out students’ knowledge and their own abilities to gain attention to the lesson. 
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
