Reflection of Fourth Week for School Experience II 

The fourth week of the School Experience II course was on the 19th of the October in 2010. During the day, I observed four different classes, which were 5C, 1E, 3B and 3D. 

Firstly, I attended the lesson, which was started at 10:10. I observed this lesson in terms of teaching methods, teaching strategies and classroom management techniques of Özden Çimen and the attitudes of the students who were the members of 5-C. This lesson was about evaluation of the unit. Mrs. Çimen was positive and informative during the lesson. At that point, she led them to understand the task via some examples and clues. Also, she used her tone of voice in an effective way to take their attentions for some important parts of the lesson. In the second, third and fourth lessons, which were between 11:00 and 15:00, we observed both the teacher who was Mrs. Aydın and the students of 1E, 3B and 3D classes. Generally, students were very active during the lessons, but she did not much more interested in their actions, she just explained the topic and the activity. There are huge differences, which are related with their background knowledge and learning processes, between first grade students and third grade students. For example, Mrs. Aydın wanted third grade students to complete all task, however for first grade students she just explained the topic and activity then she let them to play a game. These kinds of differences are occurred because of their levels. 
As a conclusion, during the day we observed different activities in terms of the target groups. Generally, all teachers, which I was observed, began the lessons greeting with students, and then they explain the topics that they will focus on, and then they began to explain activity, after that they let them to start the activity. There were no differences from the last week, so, it was a typical day for me.
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
