Reflection of Sixth Week for School Experience II 

The sixth week of the School Experience II course was on the 2nd of the November in 2010. During the day, I observed only two different classes, which were 1E and 3B, because I was in a teacher position for 5C and 3D classes.
In the first lesson, I was a teacher for 5C class. Then, I attended the lesson, which was started at 11:00. I observed this lesson in terms of teaching methods, teaching strategies and classroom management techniques of Mr. Demirci and the attitudes of the students who were the members of 1E. Mr. Demirci wanted them to apply activity, which was about matching the pictures and computer devices. He was very helpful during the lesson; also he encouraged them to find correct pictures and computer parts. In the third lesson, which was between 13:30 and 15:00, I observed both the teacher who was Hilal Şener and the students of 3B. Mostly students were very active during the lessons and also they came to the computer laboratory a little bit late. Therefore, Mrs. Şener couldn’t complete all parts of the lesson plan, for example; most of them did not complete their tasks, so she couldn’t have any chance to give enough feedback for their performances. However, her lesson was very enjoyable and students were very active for participation. Her gestures and postures are efficient to take their attentions in term of classroom management. Actually, I think it is important to make a good communication with them, so it enables both the students and teacher to feel more comfortable in the learning environment.

Consequently, during the day I observed only two different classes, activities, teaching methods etc. Thus, it is easy to see that teaching methods and strategies can be changeable according to target groups, their levels and lesson content, and also teacher’s experiences. Actually, I think providing an effective lesson and a successful classroom management based on students’ attitudes and teacher’s experiences.
Reflection of my Lesson with 5C

This lesson was my first experience for teaching practice in School Experience II course, which was on the 2nd of the November in 2010. Actually, I realized that having interaction with the students is a good way to decide the flow of the lesson in a correct way. Thus, it is nice to know their levels and their interests. I wanted to teach how to prepare an effective presentation by using PowerPoint program. I wanted them to make a practice on PowerPoint presentation, which was about important points of effective presentation techniques, thus I prepared an activity for them. This activity took the students’ attention and they had great performance for making participation in the lesson. Also, I prepared homework activity sheet, which consists of important points of presentation.

At the beginning of the lesson, they had a chance to activate their schema, because I asked a question which was a reflection of their learning profiles. At that point, one student summarized what they learned and what they know about PowerPoint program in terms of preparing a presentation. Then, I showed them two different sample presentations to show effective one, so students had a chance to distinguish the differences in terms of the effectiveness. After that, I explained the whole steps of the activity and my expectations, which were about preparing an effective presentation. They had a chance to practice on as an individually during the lesson. I demonstrated how to insert an animation or transition effects into the slides, when they were studying on their works. At that point, they had a chance to insert relevant animations and transition effects into their slides. Actually, they did not have any difficulty in terms of preparing a presentation and finding relevant information or pictures. After they finished the activity, I wanted one or two of them to present their works to understand why they used the pictures, animation, sound, video, transition effects and texts. Then, I gave some feedbacks to their works. Besides, I reminded them to save their works with specific names during the lesson. In addition, after they finished the activities, I let them to play a game. Actually, they enjoyed when they were studying for the activity. Generally, I observed them and controlled their works. My lesson was based on presentation, application, demonstration, question and answer, and monitoring methods.


After that, I summarized the lesson and I said “thank you for your participation”. Shortly, it was a beneficial experience for my academic development, the students loved me and helped me, and I did not encounter any difficulties during the lesson. 
Reflection of my Lesson with 3D

This lesson was my second teaching practice for School Experience II course, which was on the 2nd of the November in 2010. I wanted to teach how to save our documents and which materials that we use for this process. I wanted them to understand the importance of saving process as deeply.   I prepared a short story and I put it on the presentation, so I showed them. This activity took the students’ attention and they listened to me carefully.

At the beginning of the lesson, they had a chance to activate their schema, because I asked a question to recall the last lecture, which was related to hardware and software parts of the computer. I gave some examples, which were about daily life situations, so they had a chance to internalize the concepts of saving process. After that I showed some pictures of floppy disk, flash disk and cd. Then, I showed them real ones of them, students had a chance to touch them, so they recognized these kinds of materials.  After that, I wanted them open paint program, and draw something, then I wanted them to save their documents into their class folders. Then, I observed their performances and gave some feedbacks to their works. In addition, after they finished the activities, I let them to play a game. Actually, they enjoyed when they were studying for the activity. My lesson was based on presentation, application, demonstration, question and answer, and monitoring methods.


At the end of the lesson, I asked them what they learned from this lesson, after I summarized the lesson. Actually, it was very beneficial experience for my academic development in terms of classroom management and organizing the flow of the lesson. 
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
