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	Phase 1: 

Determine Relative Advantages
	I want to integrate technology in history lesson. The main subject is World War I  and I want students to search from the Internet to gain important information about countries which were attend to World War I and what were the sides for World War I and finally the results of the World War I. This activity will be  cooperatively, at that time I will divide the class into groups to prepare an excel sheet which covers the sides that refers to attending countries and results of the war. Then,  they will prepare poster as a group work.

I will mainly focus on:

· What is the problem I am addressing?

· Are there any effectiveness of using Internet to find an information about World War I?

· What would be the relative advantage of the method that I used for this lesson?

 

	Phase 2: Decide on Objectives and Assessment
	Identifying objectives is a significant factor for both students and teachers. Objectives can enable to know what students will learn at the end of the lesson. Thus, it should be clearly understandable in terms of learners. 

Objectives of this activity (lesson) are below:

· Understand the importance of World War I in terms of countries which were attend, sides of war and results of the war.

· Compare the relationships and positions of countries in the war.

· Analyze the results and casualties of World War I.

·  Illustrate the findings when they are searching from the Internet by using Excel program. 

· Prepare a poster to apply their findings and excel sheets by using texhnology.

After deciding the objectives, I want to assess their knowledge in order to analyze their critical thinking skills, also I want them to construct their knowledge and ideas on the given task. Firstly, they will search the imporatant points of the task and then they will merge their findings as a group and then they will use a technology tool such as excel to show their findings with some tables as a visual way. Finally, there will be a production part, at that point they will prepare a poster which will include their findings and excel sheets. Besides, I prepare a rubric which will be useful to assess their products and performances according to these criterias: 

· using Internet sources efficiently as an individual, 

· studying cooperatively, 

evaluation criteria, so they can realize the flow of the activity and the parts of the activity that are required.

	· using Excel program, 

· attractiveness and organization of posters which are prepared by them.

Thus, they have an evaluation criteria which covers the flow of activity and the important parts that are required the task. They can realize the important and neccessary parts and how should be the content, so they can work as an efficient way by using this criteria.

	Phase 3: Design Integration Strategies
	I want to integrate technology into teaching as a constructivist way. In this activity, cooperative group working and preparing group products are the main parts of constructivist strategies. At that point, I want to combine subjects into a single unit of instruction in terms of self-regulated learning,cooperative learning etc. Actually I do not want to direct instruction, I want to apply scaffolding method to activate their own skills and their own knowledge.  I want to focus on grouping approach in some parts of my lesson. For example, for this activity:

Step 1: Students study individually in order to understand the concepts and the important parts of the task by making a research from the Internet.

Step 2: I observe their own performance

Step 3: I organize classroom to make groups of them for work on task

Step 3: Students  will be together as a group to share their findings and ideas, so they can discuss their thoughts as a group. 

Step 4: I work with groups to understand their performance and I give some feedbacks if it is neccessary

Step 5: I lead them and answer their questions in terms of scaffolding methods

Step 6: Finally, they will prepare a common product which includes all parts of the task. 

Step 7: I ask some question for debriefing their performances and assessments of their works.

Thus, there will be both content approach and grouping approach in terms of instructional methods. 



	 Phase 4: Prepare the Instructional Environment

	For this activity, Internet is a significant tool for their searching, and I examined the timeline of the activity which covers searching and preparing an excel sheet, so I know when students need to use their computers. Also, I organize their sitting plans before they begin to search required information as an individually to make a group work by using their computers. Each student has a computer to maintain their working, and each computer has required softwares, medias and some tools that can be useful for their works and also firewall softwares for privacy and safety. Also, I want to be sure each student know their responsibilities of this activity. I create handouts which include the timelines of the task and what should be accomplished at each stage of the activity. Besides, I prepare a rubric for their assessments, so they can check the rubric criterias and then they can prepare their products according to these criterias. Actually, I want to make sure to give them an enough time to prepare their all parts of the tasks. 

	Phase 5: Evaluate and Revise Integration Strategies

	In this phase, the important point is about whether achieving the  success or not in terms of objectives, methods, strategies and task implementation. At the end of the activity there can be some questions which are related to how well technology integration strategy worked during the activity, students’ comments of the activity with integration of technology and how we can improve instructional strategies and environment to improve results. At that point, I ask them effectiveness of technology integration and it’s role in terms of their motivation, adaptation and success.
